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BY-LAW NO. 215 - 2000

A BY-LAW RESPECTING
BAIL AND VIOLENT CRIME

PREAMBLE

WHEREAS Part XVI of the Criminal Code of Canada deals with bail for criminal
offenders;

AND whereas subsection 31(1) of the Police Services Act provides that a Board is
responsible for the provision of police services and for law enforcement and crime
prevention in the municipality and shall:

b. generally determine after consultation with the Chief of Police, objectives
and priorities with respect to police service in the municipality;

c. establish priorities for the effective management of the police service, and

e. direct the Chief of Police and monitor his or her performance;

AND whereas subsection 31(6) of the Police Services Act provides that the Board
may, by by-law, make rules for the effective management of the police service;

AND whereas O. Reg. 3/99 prescribes standards for adequacy and effectiveness of
police services;

AND whereas subsection 13(1)(k) of O.Reg.3/99 prescribes that a Chief of Police
shall establish procedures and processes with respect to bail and violent crime;

AND whereas section 29 of 0.Reg.3/99 requires that the police services board to
have a policy respecting bail and violent crime:

AND whereas Part LE-023 of the Policing Standards Manual (2000), a copy of
which is attached hereto as Appendix A, contains guidelines directing police
services relative to bail and violent crime.



NOW THEREFORE THE REGIONAL MUNICIPALITY OF NIAGARA POLICE SERVICES BOARD
ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:
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DEFINITIONS

“Act” means Police Services Act, R.5.0. 1990, ¢.P.15, as amended;
“Board” means the Regional Municipality of Niagara Police Services Board;
“Chief” means the Chief of the Niagara Regional Police Service;

“Chief Judge” means the local administrative judge in conjunction with the Regional
Senior Justice;

“Crown Attorney” means the Crown Attorney for the Judicial District of Niagara
North, the Crown Attorney for the Judicial District of Niagara South and the Federal

Prosecutor;

“Manual” means the Policing Standards Manual published by the Ministry of the
Solicitor General;’

“Member” means a member of the Niagara Regional Police Service;

“Service” means the Niagara Regional Police Service.

BOARD POLICY

The Board recognizes that issues relating to bail and in particular, bail for persons
accused of violent crimes are important components of investigative and
preventative policing, and it is therefore the policy of this Board that such issues be
dealt with in a professional and thorough manner, and in accordance with
procedures established by the Chief as directed in this by-law.

DIRECTION TO THE CHIEF

OPPOSING BAIL ON SECONDARY GROUNDS
The Chief shall develop a procedure on bail and violent crimes that
addresses the assessing of whether to recommend opposing bail on the

secondary grounds.

The Service’s procedure on assessing whether to oppose bail on secondary
grounds shall address the factors set out in Section 1 of Appendix "A".
