A BY-LAW RESPECTING
COMMUNITY PATROL
(LE-0017)

PREAMBLE
WHEREAS subsection 31(1) of the Police Services Act provides that a Board is

responsible for the provision of police services and for law enforcement and crime
prevention in the municipality and shall:

b. generally determine after consultation with the Chief of Police, objectives
and priorities with respect to police service in the municipality;

c. establish priorities for the effective management of the police service, and

e. direct the Chief of Police and monitor his or her performance;

AND whereas subsection 31(6) of the Police Services Act provides that the Board
may, by by-law, make rules for the effective management of the police service;

AND whereas O. Reg. 3/99 prescribes standards for adequacy and effectiveness of
police services;

AND whereas subsection 4(2) of O. Reg. 3/99 prescribes that a police force shall
provide Community Patrol consisting of general patrol and Directed patrol;

AND whereas subsection 4(3) of O. Reg. 3/99 prescribes that a Chief of Police shall
establish procedures and processes on Community Patrol which address when and
where Directed patrol is considered necessary or appropriate, based on such factors
as crime, call and public disorder analysis, criminal intelligence and road safety;

AND whereas Section 29 of 0. Reg. 3/99 requires the police services board to have
a policy on community patrol;

AND whereas the Ministry has published a Policing Standards Manual which
provides direction to the Board in respect of certain administrative and personnel
issues;

AND whereas community policing including Community Patrol is of the highest
priority to the Regional Municipality of Niagara Police Services Board.
